Mangere College Health Curriculum 2012. 

 

The Health programme at Mangere College consists of common themes which 

are repeated at each of Years 9, 10 and 11.  The depth to which we engage with 

these topics is appropriate to the respective age levels and experience of the 

students. 

These themes include: 

ð Hauora (personal well-being),  

ð Healthy Choices (with respect to nutrition, physical activity, Alcohol and 

Drug Education),  

ð Sexuality Education,  

ð Career Planning.   

 

The themes are divided further into specific topics and students are encouraged to 

learn through engaging with text and visual media, producing peer-appropriate 

static images, role playing and discussion, completing work booklets and 

listening to guest speakers. In addition to our PE staff teachers, we invite key 

community organisations to make presentations to students at Mangere College. 

These include Attitude, BodySafe, FLEP, Rainbow Youth, qualified guest 

lecturers and our own support staff from the Student Services Centre (nurses, 

counsellor and social workers.)

MEASLES 
 

So far this year, New Zealand has had 387 measles cases, which is the 

highest total since 1997. Most of these have been from the Auckland 

region (307 cases). Most cases have occurred in unimmunised people, and 

immunisation remains the best way to prevent infection and spread within 

the community. Measles affects both children and adults, and is highly 

contagious.  

  

Measles symptoms 
Measles is a highly infectious disease and is more serious than many 

people realise. Symptoms include fever, cough, red eyes and a runny nose, 

and then a rash which develops around 3 days after the other symptoms 

start. Complications can include middle ear infections, pneumonia, and, 

more rarely, encephalitis or brain inflammation.   

The best measles prevention is the measles, mumps and rubella (MMR) 

vaccine which is free for all New Zealand children. It is also free for adults 

who need it (this is if you are born from 1 January 1969 and have not been 

fully immunised).   

People with measles must stay home 
Any student with measles must stay away from school for five to seven 

days from the appearance of the rash and until recovery, depending on the 

advice of the local medical officer of health. Unimmunised students, or 

those with no immunity to measles, who have been in close contact with a 

measles case during the infectious stages should stay away from school for 

14 days from their last contact.  This requirement is under the Health 

(Infectious and Notifiable Diseases) Regulations 1966 (Regulation 

14).  These exclusions also apply to students taking part in interschool 

sporting and other events.
