Information for families of NCEA candidates

The Rugby World Cup has made the academic year of 2011 a
challenging one for both staff and students.

Because the government decided to make the October holiday
so late (to coincide with the final games), it has meant that
Term 4 will be a very short one, especially for NCEA
students.

As a teaching staff we have been working carefully within
these different lengths of terms, and we are aiming to make
sure that all NCEA courses will be finished by the end of
Term 3, as we will only have two weeks for class-based
revision purposes in Term 4 before the externals begin.

Before School:

Prepare for school — send your child to school well-prepared for
learning:

Please make sure that they have a good breakfast.

Make sure that they leave for school each day in the correct school
uniform.

Make sure that they have their school bag with the necessary
equipment,

Encourage them to do the best they can.

After School:

Prepare for doing homework — make it easy for your child to start:
Provide food and drink when they arrive home.

Set a time to start and finish, and praise your child for finishing.
Provide a quiet space.

Make sure they have what they need — stationery, pens, etc.
Check their Homework Notebook for tasks to be done.

Doing Homework:

Encourage your child to complete the homework themselves.

If your child is having trouble read through the questions with
them.

Encourage them to find help in their notes and text books.
Explain where and how to find information, rather than giving it to
them.

Help them use other sources eg local library, the internet, another
adult.

Help them with reading, understanding words and using a
dictionary.
