Student Allowance Applications for Students 

Over 18 Years Old 
 

Students studying at school who are over eighteen are entitled to 

apply for a Student Allowance of up to $150 per week, if they are 

living at home, or $190 a week if they are living away from home. 

To be eligible the student must have been resident in New Zealand 

for more that two years.  The parents’ or caregivers’ incomes must 

add up to less than $79,000 if the student lives at home and less than 

$86,000 if the student is living away from home. 

 

If a student wishes to apply they should see Mrs Reade in the 

Careers Centre.  Parents are welcome to make an appointment to 

come and see us to find out about the Student Allowance.  This is 

not a loan and does not have to be paid back.   

 

 

Bringing Bicycles to School 
 

Students are allowed to bring their bicycles to school as long as they 

wear a helmet when riding to and from school.  They should also 

have a lock to secure the bicycle to the bike stand that is provided 

past the D block.
