Student Allowance Applications for Students
Over 18 Years Old

Students studying at school who are over eighteen are
entitled to apply for a Student Allowance of up to $120 per
week, if they are living at home, or $150 a week if they are
living away from home. To be eligible the student must have
been resident in New Zealand for more that two years. The
parents’ or caregivers’ incomes must add up to less than
$71,000 if the student lives at home and less than $77,000 if
the student is living away from home.

If a student wishes to apply they should see Ms Luketina or
Mrs Reade in the Careers Centre. Parents are welcome to
make an appointment to come and see us to find out about
the Student Allowance. This is not a loan and does not have
to be paid back.

NCEA Results

Year 12 and 13 students should have received their NCEA
result notice in the mail. This is an important document and
should be carefully looked after. During the year the
students will be completing Curriculum Vitae and the results
will be included in a folder of documents. This can be used
for job, course and scholarship applications.

Every year some students lose their results or they become
ripped and crumpled. Please encourage your son or daughter
to look after the result notice and make sure it is kept in good
condition.
