We have also asked the review team to provide us with 

feedback on how the school-wide professional development 

of teachers in terms of Literacy skills and pedagogy has 

impacted on teachersô practices in the classroom. 

 

The review teamôs findings will appear in our own school 

report and they will also provide information that will be 

aggregated from all school reviews this year to be published 

in EROôs national education evaluation reports. These may 

be viewed on the ERO website: www.ero.govt.nz 

 

The review team will also be looking at how well we comply 

with legislation and provide for the health and safety of our 

students.

Tertiary Foundation Digital Design at Mangere College 
 
We have been offering Yr 12 & Yr 13 Digital Design as a part 
of the Artôs Curriculum for the last 6 years.  As a result in 
2008 we established with Natcoll Digital Design Institution a 
tertiary foundation course in the Art department called 
óicreate ó. 
 
This is a six month course held at Mangere College and is 
open for enrolment for all school leavers of any age. The 
purpose of the course is to train in the basics of computer 
based design sufficient to allow enrolment into any tertiary 
institution.  NCEA level 3 credits will be gained at the end of 
the course. 
 
One of the main reasons for the course is to help students 
become prepared for both job and training opportunities in 
the computer and design industry.  Another reason is that 
there is a shortage and a demand for Maori and Pasifika 
representation in this industry. 
 
80% of students from the last two intakes from last year 
have gone on to tertiary study in computer Art and 
Design. 
 
All likely candidates need is to have a willingness and 
enthusiasm for new technology.

National Secondary School Championships 

There is currently concern about a new type of 
influenza virus which has been discovered in 
Mexico and the SA.  There are travellers who have 
recently returned from  trips to these areas and 
they are being tested for the new influenza virus. 
 
The Auckland Public Health Service has issued this 
advice for schools to pass on to their students and 
families: 
 
ñThe best things you can do to stop the spread of 
any type of influenza virus is to: 
 
¶ stay at home and away from others if you are sick. 
 
One of the best ways of stopping any kind of illness 
from spreading in a school community is for sick 
students not to attend school.   
The following are symptoms of an influenza virus: 

fever 
headache 
dry cough 
feeling tired 
sore joints       

¶ cover your coughs and sneezes with a tissue, 

¶ put used tissues into a rubbish bin, 

¶ avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth ï germs spread 
that way, 

¶ be careful to wash hands often with soap and dry them 
thoroughly.  
Hand hygiene is critical: even when you start to feel better 
there is  still a risk of infecting others, so keep to the 20/20 
rule ï 20 seconds washing and 20 seconds drying 

¶ keep surfaces clean at home, school and work.
