Dear parents, caregivers and friends of Mangere College 
In mid-August the government made a big fuss about the extra 
funding that they were putting into school sport. It quickly 
became clear that this was not new money, but rather a re-
packaging of existing funding that schools have been able to 
access for years. When we did our own sums we found that 
Mangere College would receive nearly $6,000 less under the 
government’s new scheme. 
In the past we have used this sports’ funding to employ our 
Sports Co-ordinator and put funds towards providing all the 
sports uniforms for our teams as well as all the transport. We 
are now faced with having to make some hard decisions about 
sport at Mangere College in 2010. We remain committed to 
employing our Sports Co-ordinator but will now have to 
prioritise what any left over funding goes towards. 
Consequently we may have to restrict the number of teams 
that we run, and we will not be able to replace old sports 
uniforms. 
The government has said that schools will be able to apply to 
local sports funds for the shortfall to be made up, but this is 
from a government that also said that they would reduce the 
amount of administrative bureaucracy that schools would have 
to carry out. 
On a  happier note NZQA recently carried out a review of our 
school Assessment Systems, as they do regularly in all 
schools. I am pleased to report that they could not find any 
areas of non-compliance and in their commendations they 
write: 
Mangere College is commended for the systems and practices 
it has established… Procedures documentation is 
comprehensive and well understood. Quality assurance 
systems are increasingly robust and students are treated fairly 
and qualifications results are improving. The Principals’ 
Nominee (Mr Lane) has led the development and refinement of 
the procedures and documentation. He and his colleagues are 
commended for providing quality assessment for students.
